tc "THOUGHTS FOR CONSIDERATION\:"Greetings again my Brethren.  Let us continue to look at the critical need in our lives for the knowledge of God.  Please remember we are not talking about mere information about God.  The nominal church of today is full of conferences and seminars that share this,  but what I am talking about is a personal knowledge of God that leads to a personal relationship with Him.  There is nothing else more important in this world than to come to the personal knowledge of God and who He is.  How much would we pay for this? What would you give?  Well, we cannot give or pay our way to it, we must come on wounded knees, feeble hands, and with a broken and contrite spirit to know God.  There are six areas of practical value, from the word of God, I would like to start in this edition and may have to end up in May’s.  The first is; it is our very life taken from John 17:3. “And this is life eternal, that they might know thee the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom thou hast sent.”  (John 17:3) How much more practical can you get?  No knowledge of God then we have no eternal life.  I do not care what your church doctrine (once saved always saved) says.  No knowledge of God no salvation. The second is; it transforms us, “For if after they have escaped the pollutions of the world through the knowledge of the Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ, they are again entangled therein, and overcome, the latter end is worse with them than the beginning.” (2 Peter 2:20) It is the knowledge of God that renews our mind and gives us hope, the lessons we learn from the word of God, and the words God speaks to our hearts.  We are saved by God’s knowledge and we are ever changed to behold one glory to the next glory the more we know of God.  Third;  
the knowledge of God changes values. Jesus said, “Ye are they which justify yourselves before men; but God knoweth your hearts: for that which is highly esteemed among men is abomination in the sight of God.” (Luke 16:15) Oh do we not think we are somebody in God.  Just let God begin to show us some things of His character and nature and do we get over in “abomination.” (Strong’s #946, pertaining to idolatry)  I I, I, it sounds like a Mexican hat dance song. Did you know “I” is the first letter of idolatry?  The more we know God the less we will want to know our self.  We like Paul know “with our flesh there dwelth no good thing.”  The more we allow God to know our heart the more we will be able to come to know God. What once held our truth and values to be moored to now our thoughts and plans have aligned with Christ. More next month on the knowledge of God.

          What Are You Looking Unto
     In Proverbs we read the words of Solomon, “Where there is no vision, the people perish: but he that keepeth the law, happy is he.”  (Proverbs 29:18) Many Christians take this verse and run with the word “vision” to talk about different types of plans (even financial planning) and a projection of things into the future. Oddly, there seems to be a growing segment within the Body of Christ that wants to teach you how to handle your money in God. I guess reading the Bible and allowing the Holy Spirit to lead and guide in this area is not enough. However, please understand I do agree making plans to do things is important for the functioning of the Body of Christ.  Why even Isaiah 28:10 tells us we must lay “precept upon precept, precept upon precept” to accomplish a purpose and direction in God, but my friend our plans must never be written in stone to where even the Holy Spirit cannot change them.  Now in Proverbs it is interesting to know the word “vision” has nothing to do with such planning.  In the NKJV it is revelation, and speaks of the lack of the revelation and knowledge of God due to excesses in their lives. “Where there is no vision (restraint, limitations or restriction), the people perish: but he that keepeth the law, happy is he.” Now there is another common usage of the word vision; to look unto or behold.

      Jake Luffy, Tony Hardin, and I  returned from a trip to Romania and Bulgaria. It was Tony’s first time outside the States he did okay and hopefully learned some lessons that will carry him further in God. The similarities of life style between the two countries paralleled; the people in the villages were poor but happy and the people in the city were richer but sad for the most part.  But, the stark contrast between the churches we visited was very evident.  To me in Romania there seemed to be more of God’s Spirit flowing and a stronger desire to share the Gospel message touching lives. Why even a church in Romania planted a church in Bulgaria. The churches we visited in Bulgaria seemed to have cast off restraint (limitations and restrictions) and were not operating in fullness of God’s grace, His forgiveness, and the revelation of God. Friend it is limitations and restrictions (in our lives) in God that bring us to fulfillment and completion.  How much of the revelation of God we possess is God’s measuring stick for us. Of note in Romania there seemed to be a denominational death grip on many churches that could spell the end for them. Breaking free of the denominational religious structure whereby they can establish autonomous fellowships will prove to be very difficult, but critical for evangelism and church planting.  Maybe my observations were random, too limited, in other churches in Bulgaria this was not the case.  In 3 John we read, “Beloved, I wish above all things that thou mayest prosper and be in health, even as thy soul prospereth.”  (3 John 2)  John’s desire was to see the Body of Christ “Beloved” to push forward in God “prosper” and be in faith, sound in doctrine, and solid in the word of God “in health” a wholeness and soundness.  John was not talking about getting a bunch of money or earthly things.  John was concerned about the “health” of the new creature in Christ Jesus, not earthly riches.  Those who teach the contrary are teaching a false doctrine from their greed for personal gain and ambition leading many Christians into great error. It was our desire to see the “Beloved” in Bulgaria to be “in health,” but along the way we did not find this to be so.  Joyfully, before we departed we could see a great response to the Word of God and things began to look up.  Please keep them in your prayers. 

     Since returning I have prayed, meditated on my memories and thoughts and have concluded the churches visited in Bulgaria have developed a wrong vision, they are looking unto each other and other things other than Jesus.  Not only in Bulgaria, but all over the world (especially in America) the church has adopted a wrong vision.  They are “looking unto” other things that do not pertain to holiness and Godliness. For the most part (especially in America) the church is “looking unto” building bigger churches, having bigger ministries, holding huge crusades and conferences, gathering more and more people under one banner, and on, but all that stuff is not what God is after. The writer of Hebrews tells us what we are to be “looking unto,” “Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne of God.”  (Hebrews 12:2) “Looking unto Jesus!” My friend the person of Jesus is to be the vision (the all and in all) of the church; yesterday, today, and forever. This truth has not and will never change.  But sadly many Christians, through denominational leading, have turned this truth into a lie (see Romans 1:25) through works and efforts of the flesh heaping unto themselves earthly gain and glory. What we “look unto” will determine what we become.  God’s goal in our lives is not to make us happy, rich, popular, and handsome, but to be able to (our choice) conform us into the character and nature of His dear and precious Son Jesus Christ. God wants us to become like Him.  He started this back in Genesis, we were created in His image and He has not changed His mind.  Jesus said, “when you see Me you see the Father.”  This was Jesus’ prayer for us (see John 17:21) to be in unity (one) with the Father as He is one (unity) with the Father.  What a wonderful thought and goal to strive for in God.  Not a big church or fleet of airplanes, but oneness with God. 

      I really like the words in Isaiah 66 when God gave Isaiah a glimpse of the vastness of His glory, “Thus saith the LORD, The heaven is my throne, and the earth is my footstool: where is the house that ye build unto me? and where is the place of my rest?” (Isaiah 66:1)  Can you imagine the earth as God’s footstool and the heavens His throne? God is saying all of our building and doing for Him is in vain if He is not able to work in our lives and heart. If God’s footstool is the earth (and it is) He probably cannot see all of the churches we think are so important to Him. God is not so interested with “the house that ye build unto me,” but is more concerned with “the place of my rest.” Friend God does not desire to dwell in temples of stone. God is after us building a place of rest for Him in our heart. I truly believe God is tired of man building greater and greater things for Him and desires for us to allow Him to build His nature and character in us.  Where is the end of our building? What is too much? What is enough?  Isaiah goes on and says, “For all those things hath mine hand made, and all those things have been, saith the LORD: but to this man will I look, even to him that is poor and of a contrite spirit, and trembleth at my word.”  (Isaiah 66:2) God is after the man that is “poor (spiritually bankrupt) and contrite (crushed and ground to powder) spirit, and trembleth at my word” of the heart.  God said, “But to this man will I look” not the one who works for Him, but to the one that becomes something in Him.  God looks at the man that is, “of a poor and contrite spirit, and trembleth at my word,” because this man has built a place, an altar of rest in his heart for God. This “looking unto Jesus” has an eternal projection.  In 2 Corinthians Paul teaches us, “But we all, with open face beholding as in a glass the glory of the Lord, are changed into the same image from glory to glory, even as by the Spirit of the Lord.”  (2 Corinthians 3:18)  We are to behold the glory of God and we are to be changed from one glory to another glory as we behold (“looking unto Jesus”) Him.  How does that happen? Moses asked God to show him His glory and God told him (see Exodus 33:18-19) He would allow His goodness to pass before him. As we behold Jesus, who is the glory of God, we will be changed into whatsoever we can behold of Him.  Please know, we can only be changed into the glory we can behold of Christ not all of God’s glory. How can we? The earth and heaven cannot contain the glory of God why do we think we can?  God’s goal for our lives is contained in this one verse we, “are changed into the same image from glory to glory,” the same image (icon) of Jesus Christ and as we look unto Him we will be changed. What a wonderful thought to know God, through His precious Son Jesus Christ, has made a way for us to be like Him. 

      Brethren let us be about “looking unto Jesus the author and finisher  of our faith.” There is no other hope in any other name, church, or organization, but in the name of Jesus.  Let us learn to operate under the mighty hand of God’s limitations and restrictions so in due season He will be able to raise us up.  And let us be about a desire to allow God to change us, “from glory to glory.” Change in our lives does not happen by good intentions or through good wishes, but by us making a determined effort to allow God to work in our lives with His dealings and judgments to such a degree all we will be able to say is, “looking unto Jesus.”  Written by David Stahl

Big Shot

     We went to a church a long time ago that was so wrong in so many ways.  No where was this seen any more then when the women are running the show.   Even though the pastor and board were males, which is God’s order, there were women deacons, leaders, and Sunday School teachers (teaching both men and women) that influenced all major decisions of what was going on in the church.  As you can guess we did not attend there for too long.  Our time there was to support the pastor until the church kicked him out.  But Paul was very clear when he said, “In like manner also, that women adorn themselves in modest apparel, with shamefacedness and sobriety; not with broided hair, or gold, or pearls, or costly array; 10But (which becometh women professing godliness) with good works. 11Let the woman learn in silence with all subjection. 12But I suffer not a woman to teach, nor to usurp authority over the man, but to be in silence.” (1 Timothy 2:9-12)  You can spin this verse any way you want, but the truth speaks loud and clear women are to have no place of authority in the house of God and this out of God’s design not just for the church, but for the family as well.  

     But there were two things that happened there that I won’t soon forget.  The first was a gentle soul that occasionally attended services there.  It was said that he was an alcoholic I don’t know, but if I was married to the shrew of a woman that he was married to I’d be tipping the ole bottle myself!  Now mind you she was in her 60s, loud, obnoxious, given to much gossiping, and full of ambition.  At church she didn’t sit with her husband instead she sat with her friends. I remembered her husband looked like a scared little mouse sitting there all alone while his wife was making a fool out of herself, a real big shot.        

      The second thing was our Sunday School Teacher.  Although she was qualified her husband rarely came to church.  Folks in God it is:  God family, then ministry.  Don’t put church activities before your family, if you do you are wrong and will suffer the loss in the area of relationships.  She ended up stepping down as the Sunday School Teacher because of getting offended during a rift in the church.  James tells us, “For where envying and strife is, there is confusion and every evil work.  17But the wisdom that is from above is first pure, then peaceable, gentle, and easy to be intreated, full of mercy and good fruits, without partiality, and without hypocrisy.  18And the fruit of righteousness is sown in peace of them that make peace.”  (James 3:16-18)    

     Now these two women and countless others were big shots at church, but their husband were little shots at home.  The Bible is quite clear in its admonishment:  “Let your women keep silence in the churches: for it is not permitted unto them to speak; but they are commanded to be under obedience, as also saith the law. 35And if they will learn any thing, let them ask their husbands at home: for it is a shame for women to speak in the church.”  (1 Corinthians 14:34-35) and “Let the woman learn in silence with all subjection. 12But I suffer not a woman to teach, nor to usurp authority over the man, but to be in silence. 13For Adam was first formed, then Eve. 14And Adam was not deceived, but the woman being deceived was in the transgression.” (1 Timothy 2:11-14)  Its in black and white!  That church as I had said was wrong in so many other areas. Rebellion to spiritual authorities, greed, lies, the church even used tithes and offerings to pay for abortions for some of the young women in the church.  It was terrible.  We can see why God had us come, but was very glad when God released us to move on. 

     Folks when a wife is a big shot at church you can bet your bottom dollar her husband is a little shot at home.  We have seen this scenario play out in far too many couples we have known. Because the wife is usurping her husband’s authority at home, which is rebellion to God’s word and wrong thinking, thus it carries over into the church. The wife has not kept her place of supporting her husband and instead has lifted herself up or allowed herself to be lifted up into prominent places that aren’t hers for the taking.  Look its not our job to follow society in these matters of women in authority.  We have a different standard and model to follow. God has ordained the model for the family and the church so that righteousness can prevail, if not then rebellion and chaos will fill the home and church.  God’s idea of spiritual order is God, family, and ministry.  I’ve said it before if your husband is a seven then the wife must be a five.  If the woman in example one would have submitted herself to her husband (regardless of him being an alcoholic) and knocked her foolish pride down a few pegs, and did what she was supposed to do – I doubt if her husband would be the beaten down pitiful man that he was.   A humble wife will never ruin a man, nor drive him to drink.

     Let us turn from our self-seeking ways and go towards God’s ways of running the home and the church.  Please we must never look at what our society says and does – women we are to be on the straight and narrow way following our husbands even if they do not follow Christ. We are to be followers not leaders of our husbands. And please, please, please don’t watch those women on Christian TV. Stay away from the big shot lady pastors, preachers, and teachers. They hardly are the picture of submission and humility as the Bible teaches, “Who can find a virtuous woman? for her price is far above rubies. 11The heart of her husband doth safely trust in her, so that he shall have no need of spoil. 12She will do him good and not evil all the days of her life.”  (Proverbs 31:10-12) and ladies, “Favour is deceitful, and beauty is vain: but a woman that feareth the LORD, she shall be praised. 31Give her of the fruit of her hands; and let her own works praise her in the gates.”  (Proverb 31:30-31)  A religious woman doesn’t mean she is rightly related to God nor that she is traveling the straight and narrow way with Jesus.  We all do not need “a ministry” our husband and family (if we have kids) is the ministry God has given us.  We are to lift up our husbands and discipline our children – things that I’ve woefully fallen short of. I know it is hard keeping up with children either you are busier then a one legged man in a butt-kicking contest or you are bored to tears. This is where you need God’s help in keeping your attitude right.  There will be times when you will look at your husband and say, “what was I thinking?  But of course he will think the same thing of you.  Ladies stick with the task at hand. It’s more than enough to raise children right and teach them about God and His ways. Remember it is not what we do for God, but how we do things for God.       

     There are far too many women running around out there like a chicken with their heads chopped off in the Christian community thinking they have a ministry as they run off and leave the kids and husband at home.  Beagle bagels!  Stop trying to be a big shot like so many on Christian TV. Look they have their reward people patting them on the back, but for the rest of us let’s stick to the task at hand, raise our kids right, and let our husbands be the big shot at home and church.
